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Á EQF implementation will bring new developments and questions                        

(and hopefully also answers) to higher education regarding:

o Communications: ñLeadingò HEI will try to feaston EQF implementation by 

promoting recognition and general understanding of EQF principles

o Admissions: Failing legal and political standardization will bring (internatio-

nal) HEI competition in terms of access / qualification recognition with huge 

impacts on student body (further increasing diversity), quality and reputation

o Modules & Accreditation: Agencies will increasingly focus on EQF oriented 

module descriptions and connections

o Didactics &Teaching: Outcome oriented teaching will require new and 

innovative didactics (already discussed in theory but not implemented yet)

o Graduates & Evaluation: Graduate evaluation and description will need new 

forms (criteria) and levels (EQF levels)

o Ressources: It is assumed that a significant resource input will be 

necessary across different areas comparable to Bologna implementation
